Redevelopment of Village Hall

Bruce said that the Lottery application had been sent off applying for funds to build a new Village Hall.   We are hoping to acquire some land on the edge of the village.   

He is to give a presentation with visual aids to which all villagers will be invited on 2 separate dates, the first being Wednesday 9 May during the Parish Council Meeting, the second date TBD.   He will explain the 4 options that we have:

A
Do Nothing

B
Minor decorations to the Hall

C
Redevelop the Hall and Trust Site with an extension

D
Build a new Hall 

Bruce is to organise the invitation to villagers shortly and it will be circulated to each household, no later than 4th May.
It is proposed to have a board containing the details of this presentation set up in the Village Hall for a time afterwards. 
Up to date information will also appear on our website where villagers can register their opinions. They will then be polled towards the end of June/July.   A 66% majority in favour will be required before any action is taken.  
The view was expressed that if villagers do not register their opinions or show interest in the poll, they will not be in a position to register complaints afterwards.
Minutes of the Meeting on 2 April were read and approved by the Chairman.

Maintenance and Safety

Janet to ask Nick to replace the flashing bulb in the main hall – Alec and Bruce have a tall ladder.
Graham to get rid of stinging nettles outside the Hall.

The panels in the fence need repairing – Alec to do.

The dripping tap still hasn’t been repaired – Alec to organise

The bolt on the door also still hasn’t been raised – Alec to ask whether Bill Lait can do it immediately otherwise Alec and Bruce will do it.

Janet to enquire from Playschool what sort of changing table is required for the Mother and Toddler’s Group.

Accounts:

We have £16496 with COIF and £648 in our current account having paid rates of £74.87 and £129 for the wine bill from Quiz Night when we took £120 – not made £120 as previously reported.  This was a loss and we must have a better idea of the cost of our wine in future.

It was decided to delay the application to SITA for funding until we have a clearer idea of what is required i.e. either as part of any future Village Hall development or as a separate project on the Trust Site.
