Minutes of the 320th Meeting on Monday 5 March at 8 pm in Warmington Village Hall

Consultation with Residents:
New Youth Group

Kate Lister told us that the Youth Group Management Committee for Warmington and surrounding villages had now formed a Constitution and were affiliated to the Warwickshire County Council Youth Service.  They plan to invite young people aged from 9 - 19 to meet each Thursday from 6.30 – 8 pm in the Village Hall starting on March 22nd.   At least 2 adults will always be there.
The young people need to lead the activities and it was suggested that they maybe interested in a starter project of raising funds towards the possible redevelopment of the village hall which could accommodate their needs among others in terms of space, equipment and storage etc.  There are many opportunities for funding available and an application for Lottery funding must be completed by the end of April which Bruce will do with the help of Sam, Graham and Jenny.
Trust Site

Bob Pick outlined the history of the Trust Site and is in possession of the Trust Deed of which Bruce was to obtain a copy.  He told us that the site is for the people of Warmington and they must be polled with any proposals for schemes to use the land.   It would need a 60%+ majority to agree on what to do with the site, before anything could be done.   There are 3 Trustees for the site - one elected member from both the Parochial Church council and the Parish Council and Bob Pick who is independent.   These 3 Trustees would poll the village regarding the Trust Site, not the Village Hall Committee.
Village Hall – Future Enhancement/Redevelopment
Bruce outlined all the various ideas and options which had been discussed so far and it was felt that when the ideas were formalised that there should be a presentation, “including visuals” made to the residents.   Bruce agreed to organise this, planning to do this sometime during April. 
He stressed that consensus between the trustees and residents was paramount and THAT NOTHING WOULD BE PROPOSED, PLANNED OR EXECUTED WITHOUT IT. BUT, he also stressed that THE RESIDENTS MUST ALSO ENGAGE IN THE PROCESS & GET INVOLVED.
The Minutes of the Meeting on 5 February were read and approved by the Chairman 

*NOTE* - The was a mistake in the previous meeting minutes which stated ‘’ Jenny was asked to find out from the Charities Commission what was required for the Parish Council to purchase the Trust Site’’.

It should have read ‘’Jenny was asked to find out from the Charities Commission, what would be required to amalgamate any land adjacent to the Trust site, with the Trust site, in the event that land could be purchased from the Parish Council.’’ (This is in the context that, it may be possible to purchase a small ‘strip’ of land which currently ‘borders’ the existing Trust site.)
