Storage of new equipment for Youth Forum
Funding has been received by the Youth Group for various items of equipment much of which has to be taken up in the next 2 or 3 months.   Many of the items are of high £ Value and they include Computers, so secure storage is needed. A secure strong room type storage area has been requested and it was suggested that the little kitchen to the left of the front door was the most suitable room to be adapted for this.   A security door could be moved to a new site when the future of the village hall has been decided.
They would be very happy for other named groups to use their wireless laptop computers and printer and would like to organise an internet connection in the next 6 months.    They would also like to share the use of their collapsible tables for games such as table tennis, table football, pool, etc. to benefit the community as a whole.  There would obviously be clear guide lines as to how this operated.
We then discussed the possibility of the Playgroup using the utility sink in the kitchen for their paints, etc. and creating a storage area with doors, across the width of the recess off the main hall approximately 4 ft from the back wall for all the playschool equipment.

Lottery Funding

Our funding from the Lottery request for a new village hall has been turned down. The main reasons were: The fund was oversubscribed by applications, resulting in extremely rigorous evaluation of the applications. The main reason for this being that it was felt there was an unacceptable risk that our application would not achieve the ‘Outcomes’ specified in the application in terms of new user groups and numbers of people using the facility for new uses.
