Minutes of meeting held on 10th November 2004

Present:  Cllrs Burstall, Lewis, Mellor, Newman, Stevens-Hoare and District Councillor Jackson. I Seccombe arrived later

125. Apologies were received from I Seccombe who will be late.

126. Declaration of pecuniary interest:  Mark Burstall expressed a non-pecuniary interest in Arlescote.

127. Minutes of 13th October 2004:  Agreed and signed.

128. Sheep Wash:  The safety insert was discussed and that flat feet would be put on the bottom to disperse weight.

129. Smell in School Lane:  GL reported 3 or 4 conversations with villagers; GL has contacted Spirit who say they are waiting for Thames Water.  GL written to Karen Jones stating that promises made in July have not been followed through.  Intention of Parish Council to involve local press and increase action as the matter has now been on going since July 2003.  GL is to attend the re-licensing meeting to make them aware of the problem.

130. Planning matters:  Arlescote House, 04/03134/LBC Conversion of stables to staff flats and 04/03162/FUL conversion of staff flats.  2 sets of drawings submitted which apply for permission for 2 cottages but only show 1 and a garden store.  GL raised minor concerns. These submitted on standard form to send back to Stratford.  MB pointed out that the buildings have previous permission for holiday lets.  Also AN pointed out that the stables have unique features inside and that they should be preserved.  IS pointed out that the conservation officer will have to visit and if he feels that they need to be preserved he will say.

04/0333/tree tree felling and crown reduction at Kirk Lee, Warmington.

Straightforward application for conifer felling no objections raised.

Notifications:  04/02886/ful  Sunnyside, Warmington passed.

131. Easement to The Coach House, Warmington.  Formal letter was sent 10th September DC to chase.

132. Bus Shelter:  Agree areas MB Camp Lane and Arlescote.  SSH The Green, WM School Lane, GL Church Hill and Chapel Street, Court Close, AN Mollington Lane, Rectory Close and Village Road. DC to e-mail circular and personalize them yourselves.

133. Bylaws.  Response received from Walc re bylaws.  This was discussed that Mark had raised concerns about parking and camping on village Greens.  General opinion was that we did not need a bylaw, AN agreed that subject to the information being correct he was happy.  MB said to write to PC Chris Cutherbertson 541 to see if he would be happy.

134. M40 noise:  GL had further telephone conversations the Roy Coombes at the landfill people who would be interested in buying the site and running it.  He is a council approved contractor.  He called GL to discuss buying the land.  The site is 25 acres and would roughly cost £75,000.  The parish would probably not be in a position to buy.  If it is put out to tender we may be able to break even or be a revenue source.  Issues are timescale i.e.:  how long would it take to get his money back.  Also the traffic problems, increase in village would be a price to pay. Village Road would be disrupted so it would need to be a worthwhile trade off.  IS said we could trade off from the landfill where the village could benefit. Is the village prepared to put up with the disruption for some sort of planning gain?  The landfill chap could apply for planning permission on the site without us if he wants to.  SJ pointed out that the motorway will only get busier and eventually even wider.  GL to call Roy for a meeting to take the matter further.  GL also to speak to Bob Pick.  How long, max size, volume of traffic, confirmation he will do paper work, also planning gain and landscape scheme, also possibility of extending the banking of further land on Arlescote side of Warmington. Access could then be from B4100 outside the village to the north of Warmington Garage. So no disruption of traffic in the village. We may need to obtain tenders to achieve best price and service.  

135. Steps to St Michael’s Church.  Letter received from Mrs Bunker regarding safety of steps.  IS to pursue with Highways as they are all on public footpaths.  May be a site meeting.  Also general maintenance on the Mollington Lane, Village Road, Church Hill, Chapel Street and across road outside Manor House.

136. Arlescote:  Enforcement on orchard finally enforced, cars taken away by Smiths under council supervision.  A valuation carried out on bit of land to buy, valuation of £1500 to be paid for the balance of the land. To be held as village Green.  £100 plus vat agreed to be paid to Seccombes for valuation of the land.  Instructed Lodders to purchase and register land.  Bill for £131.00 for local search agreed and signed. Balance payable on completion of registration.  Arlescote Manor Farm. Original planning application made in 1994, no one knows whether or not any work has been carried out to validate the planning permission.
