Minutes of meeting 8th December 2005 in Warmington Village Hall.

127: Apologies:  County Councillor Booth arrived during the meeting.

128: Declaration of pecuniary interest:  No declaration of pecuniary interest. 

129:  Minutes and matters arising from meeting held on 8th December 2005: 

We are waiting for better weather to commence the repairs on the sheep wash.

130:  Report from Arlescote including Home Farm update:  MB TO SEND REPORT REGARDING PRIMROSE FARM NOISE.  

131:  Land registrations at Arlescote:  We have successfully registered all the land on the Green at Arlescote.  This includes the area in front of Arlescote House, the additional areas to the south side of the roads and our original three areas of registered green.  We have paid the beneficial owners £1500 for this land with full registered title.  The land was being held by Lloyds TSB on behalf of the estate of Thomas Brockbank-Simpson and they have now transferred title to Warmington and Arlescote Parish Council.  The land registry documents are to be held in the fire safe at Warmington Manor until further notice. It was resolved to send a letter to agents acting for owners of Home Farm with a copy of the land registry plan to ensure that there are no further dispute over their front boundary.

132:  Payment to beneficiaries of land purchased in Arlescote: As agreed Cllr Lewis put forward the resolution to pay the three beneficiaries. Resolution passed by all councillors. Cheque nos:  100610, 100611 and 100612.

133:  Notice Board update:  The notice board is now under construction and we have received the funding from the rural grant fund.  An invoice has been received for the oak and it was resolved that this should be paid.  The sum of £581.63 was agreed and paid with cheque 100613.  

134:  Planning matters:  05/03485/tree Sycamore tree maintenance at St Michaels Church, Warmington-no objections raised.

         Notifications received:  The council was notified of planning notifications received.

135:  Clement Keys report:  A query was raised with regard to some increases in spending.  Cllr Lewis replied to their queries.  The audit will now be advertised as closed on the village notice board.  The fee for the audit was agreed and cheque raised 100614 for £141.00
