66.Declaration of Pecuniary or other Interest: An interest was declared in  item 72,  planning at Badger Grove, by Cllr Stevens Hoare.

 Matters arising
 Traffic in Arlescote-Copies of letters written on file.  Reply from Mr Fossey (Warwick County Council) it does not say we cannot close the road.  Several options given and it was agreed that we register with the environmental Design team.  MB to action.  Letter from MP John Maples offering assistance over speed limit MB to action and from the police with details of camera regulations. 
Highway markings.  Chase Cllr Booth.
CROW. No reply from Spratt Endicott regarding Coach House.  

Surface Drains.Still trying to arrange meeting Drainage in Chapel Street.  County Council promised a meeting.  GL awaiting response.  

Primrose Farm Arlescote.Gary Fisher e-mail asking does he need planning permission for paint balling as there is a visual impact from container and structures in field.  

Chase planning application for Home Farm Arlescote dairy and new house.

68.  Report from Arlescote:  Noise from recent Motorcross event. A number of complaints passed to Cllr Burstall and to Stratford EH  Noise department (Mr John Grigg).They came out to check but noise was not too bad on that occasion and they will revisit future events to monitor noise levels.  

Land registry:  Form 737 submitted holding any claims over the land whilst the parish council negotiate with Mr and Mrs De Walden.  Our registration regarding our purchase is now on hold due to adverse possession claims over part of it. 

69:  Bus Shelter:  Cllr Mellor pointed out that the matter was not fully discussed at the public meeting.  Cllr Mellor thought that the district council will cover all the costs but Cllr Booth was unsure of this.  It is the intention to re-survey the village and Cllr Mellor thinks this unnecessary.  It was agreed that a new survey should be done without the issue of cost.  Cllr Lewis said we can resurvey stating no cost.  Cllr Mellor has carried out some costings showing approx. £6300. Cllr Stevens-Hoare asked how much the cost would be to each individual household in the Parish, and asked if there was no funding for seat belts for the local school bus from the county council then how can we expect funding for a bus shelter.  Cllr Lewis raised concerns of inappropriate behaviour.  Cllr Mellor said he has spoken to the council.  Letter to be sent to ask if funding is available and what % and timing of funding available.  It was agreed that we would ascertain accurate costing and funding availability before the village is re-surveyed.
 Following the laying of the bench bases the additional stone is to be used to repair the area in front of the notice board and the post box. There had been some misunderstanding during conversations with the contractor laying these stone bases and carrying out the repairs to the existing stonework. To prevent future problems it was agreed that all instructions to council contractors will in future be directed through one nominated councillor for each project. 

70:  Action of Councillors: Cllr Lewis stated that Cllr Mellor had written to Stratford regarding the conduct of the Parish Council on the matter of the bus shelter. No reply was received.  Cllr Mellor had also raised  a concern regarding the action of the clerk and the councillors. Cllr Mellor asked if there were standard procedures to follow. Cllr Mellor felt there was a failure to take decisions and follow procedures. 
71.  Smell in School Lane:  GL to produce written report regarding meetings      held.  To date no up date.  

72. Planning Matters:  05/01413/TREE tree fell on Ash Ridge House, Warmington.  All agreed no objections raised.  

05/01424/FUL single storey extension to Badger Grove:  Cllr  Stevens-Hoare declared an interest in this item.  Cllr Stevens-Hoare pointed out that the boundary lines are wrong.  Cllr Lewis agreed that the block plan was incorrect and the actual site is considerably smaller than shown.  The two extensions would still seem to be an over development of the existing converted cowsheds and resulting in the loss of the character of the building. Cllr Newman asked for written confirmation that the property currently has planning permission for residential use as original approval was for a holiday let.  There is also an issue of parking as the west extension is currently an area used for parking.  Also the refuse and oil store are not shown as the current oil tank is in the area to be extended.  Cllr Jackson to be asked to watch out for this item to appear on the agenda at district level Clerk to action.

73. Drainage in Chapel Street:  County Councillor Booth was asked by Cllr Lewis to arrange a meeting regarding several drainage issues.  There is a large hole in a drain in Village Road.  Also rotten drain outside the Covert.  Cllr Booth to pursue.
