Minutes of meeting held on 8th February  2006 in Warmington Village Hall.

Present:  Cllrs Lewis, Newman, Stevens Hoare, District Councillor Jackson and County Councillor Booth.

20. Apologies: Cllr Burstall. 

21.  Declaration of pecuniary interest:  None

22. Minutes of January meeting and matters arising:  Smell in School lane matter is still unresolved and GL still chasing.  The consultants for the new owners stated that they had agreed to install the dosing plant ASAP, this plant would remove the obnoxious smell before the sewage is discharged into the main sewer. This solution was put forward over two years agoi and we are still waiting for the installation to commence.
23. Report from Arlescote including parish land:  Cllr Burstall passed a short report for Arlescote and it was agreed to agenda the works to be carried out for March meeting.  

24. Easement for Arlescote:  The council have been asked to issue a formal easement for the purchasers of Home Farm.  GL has spoken to our solicitors Lodders in Stratford, to discuss them drawing up an easement document for a cost of  £250 per document.  These costs would be passed on to the applicant applying for the easement. The council resolved to retain Lodders solicitors to act on our behalf in drawing up easements for properties at Arlescote.

25. Holly Tree Cottage:  A letter has been received from Mr Murphy the owner.  Cllr Lewis read this out and the following matters were discussed:  The track marked brown on the access plans, Mr Murphy would like to lay a gravel drive surface on this track. Cllr Newman pointed out that it must be level with the grass and of compacted hardcore of local Hornton stone not gravel and to be for access not for parking on. The land at the front of Holly Tree Cottage was discussed and it was agreed that vehicles will not be parked on parish council land. GL to respond to Mr Murphy by letter.

26. Parking on Warmington Green:  The matter of parking in front of Pond Cottage was discussed.  It was felt that a letter was unnecessary at this time, and an informal approach is to be made to the property owners concerned to explain the issue and  get agreement to stop the parking of cars on the grass.
27. Projects for 2006:  A letter has been received from Mr Grenet suggesting that the pond needs to have various works carried out.  It was suggested that the environment agency come out to advise.  Another project would be clearing Keys Lane and then put an oak post to stop vehicles entering from the top.  The pathways in Chapel Street are to be cleared Councillors agrred a £400 budget for clearing these areas and minor tidying up around the village.

28. Parish Councillor vacancy:  The procedure for co-opting a fifth member is to be checked and carried out.

29. Grass cutting tender: Cllrs Lewis and Newman drew up plans for the tender with an extra cut on week 13.  The tenders are to be sent out with return date of end Feb ready for next meeting.
