Warmington and Arlescote Parish Council

Minutes of meeting held on 8th March 2006 in Warmington Village Hall.

Present:  Cllrs Lewis, Newman, Stevens Hoare, District Councillor Jackson and County Councillor Booth.

33 Apologies: Cllr Burstall. 

34.  Declaration of pecuniary interest:  SSH in Badger Grove and AN regarding parking on the Green.

35. Mins of Feb meeting and matters arising:  Parking on Warmington Green, Cllr Lewis has talked to the owners of Pond Cottage regarding parking on The Green and the owners have agreed to park on the road. Cllr Burstall agreed to obtain a definitive map of  the boundaries of the Green. Cllr Lewis to talk to the owners of Yew Tree Cottage regarding parking on the Green opposite their house. Keys lane clearing has started by trimming hedge and clearing the grass area of debris.  The collapsed wall is being dealt with by the owners of the adjacent property. Parish Councillor vacancy has been looked into and agreed that a co-option is an option.

36. Mins from planning meeting regarding Badger Grove.  Agreed by all.

37. Report from Arlescote:  Primrose Farm still have given no dates for war games, Cllr Jackson said that the war games are likely to stop. Cllr Burstall has had correspondence from the owners of The Cottage stating our Land Registry plan of the Green at Arlescote shows an incorrect boundary.  Cllr Burstall to ascertain the correct position. A spreadsheet of Lodders legal costings for dealing with land matters at Arlescote has been produced.  MB to make sure that costings are correct for discussion at April’s meeting.

38. Easement to Home Farm, Arlescote:  A letter has been received from our solicitors relating to the septic tank position at the front of the house.  Cllr Lewis responded to the letter.

39. Works at Arlescote:  The option of employing a contractor to carry out the improvements to the new grass areas and tree removal was discussed. MB to apply for arboricultural consent to remove all conifers on the Parish Council land. It was unanimously agreed by all that all post and chains are to be removed. DC has looked in grants from AONB for these improvements.  

40. Grass cutting tender:  Two applications have been received one from Thomas Fox and one from Cleanaway Landscapes.  Figures were discussed and a resolution was passed unanimously to award the contract for Warmington grass cutting to Cleanaway Landscapes as this represented a substantial reduction in the cost. The grass cutting at Arlescote is to be discussed with a separate contractor as the Owners of Arlescote House have suggested that their gardener would be willing to carry out this work at an agreed monthly sum. MB and GL to discuss with the contractor and notify at next meeting.
