Minutes of meeting held on 10th May 2006 in Warmington Village Hall.

Present:  Cllrs Lewis, Newman, Stevens Hoare, District Councillor Jackson and County Councillor Booth.

              61.   Apologies: Cllr Jackson will be late.  Apologies received.

62. Declaration of pecuniary interest: Cllrs Stevens Hoare and Newman registered interest in any items relating to The Green. 

63. Mins and matters arising from 12th April:  Cllr Burstall had applied for aboricultural consent for tree works at Arlescote.  Cllr Lewis reported a further accident at the crossroads at Avon Dassett.  Arlescote House has now removed the post and chain fences from the grass areas in front of the house and it was agreed that the overall appearance has improved..  We are still awaiting a copy of insurance for grass cutting tender at Arlescote.

64. Co-option of Mr Moll:  A resolution was proposed by Cllr Burstall and seconded by Cllr Newman voted on unanimously. The necessary forms will be available at the next meeting.
65. Report from Arlescote:  There had been an unadvertised meeting of the motor cross last weekend.  Also an incident regarding off roading.

66. Registration of The Green at Warmington:  A small-scale map had been received from County Council to try to define The Green. This was too small to allow a definitive boundary to be established. A larger scale plan is required. Cllr Burstall to fill in application form on behalf of the Parish Council.  

67. Warmington Pond:  There had been an incident of a family fishing in the pond.  This is not permitted.  Cllr Lewis is still going to contact the environment agency regarding advice on the maintenance of the pond.

68. Parking on The Green:  A letter is to be drawn up informing people that there is to be no parking on the grass.

69. Driveway to Pond Cottage:  A letter had been received from the owners of Pond Cottage to apply for a driveway in front of their property. It was agreed that as the property has no off green parking there can be no justifiable application for any easement over the green.  It was discussed and agreed that under current legislation providing protection for village greens, no alteration or development is permitted that would allow parking on the green in front of any property.
70. Parking on the pavement in Chapel Street:  There has been a recent safety issue created by parked cars blocking the pavement. Playgroup children were forced to walk in the road at the junction of Church Hill as the pavement was completely blocked. A letter is to be circulated asking car owners to keep the pavements clear for pedestrians. 

71. Easement to The Coach House:  A letter has been sent to Spratt Endicott informing them of our solicitor details to enable the owners to apply for an easement.

72. Parish accounts:  The annual accounts for 2005/6 have been completed and were approved by the Council. They will be advertised as available for inspection from 15th May to 15th June. They will also be made available on the web site. They will then be sent for external audit. All agreed
