      132.    Apologies for absence. 

There were no apologies for absence.
133.    Declaration of pecuniary interest. 

 Clle Stevens-Hoare and Cllr Newman declared an  interest in item 135.
 134.  Minutes and matters arising of meeting held on 11th October 2006. 

123. Letter sent to the County Highways department, bringing to their attention the damaged road signs and the blocked surface water drains. The blocked drains have now been cleared. 

126.The decision on road signage was accepted and understood by Helen Smart.

127. Letter received from Mr Murphy, Holly Tree Cottage, Arlescote, indicating that the building materials at the front of the property will be removed this month. A letter was also received from Mr Mark Burstall clearing any misunderstandings that may have occurred in his contact with Mr Murphy.

130. The Bericote cup will be held by Cllr Moll who will discuss secure display of the trophy at the Plough. The question of insurance covering the trophy was raised.
135.  Parking on Warmington Green.

The PC in order to enforce the Commons Registration Act has to ensure that there is no parking on Warmington Green. A number of potential solutions to stop parking on the Green were considered, however, before proceeding Cllr Lewis will discuss the issues relating to parking with Mr and Mrs Squires .  The PC will also investigate the provision of lay-by type parking for the regular walkers parking in the village and discuss with relevant departments the possible grants available.  
136.  Rural cinema scheme.

There are two possible schemes to provide cinema shows in rural districts. One sponsored by Cotswold District Council and the other by Stratford District Council. The PC has expressed an interest in both schemes. The details of costs and logistics need to be considered and the potential local audience before proceeding.

137.  Report from Arlescote.

There are two blocked drains in the village and one collapsed drain. The PC will bring this to the Highways Department and also draw attention to the collapsed drain in Warmington.

BT are putting in an underground cable on the triangle of grass to the North of the highway and in order to put this in place have had to cut through the concrete access road alongside Arlescote House, they will make good any damage. A one off Wayleave agreement has been signed.

Cllr Burstall has found information indicating that it is not necessary to have planning permission to change windows in an unlisted property in a conservation area. The inconsistency of planning policies was noted.

138.  Gates on public footpaths.

Mr Dixon has written to Cllr Lewis asking if the stiles on public footpaths could be replaced by gates. Cllr Booth agreed to contact the relevant person at County level and ask them to contact Cllr Lewis about taking the work forward. 

139.  Finance

A number of proposals to change the PC bank account were discussed, the conditions offered by Yorkshire Bank were considered the most favourable..  It was agreed by resolution that the Parish Council bank account should move from Barclays to Yorkshire. It was proposed that a new account be opened and a cheque drawn on our current Barclays account used to set it up. Once all was running well the Barclays account will be closed. 

140.  Planning. 

Notifications received

06/02831/FUL to provide additional hotel bedrooms at the Wobbly Wheel. Comments relating to sewage discharge, road signage and access to the B4100 were made by the PC to the Stratford upon Avon DC.
141. Information exchange. 

A letter from South Warwickshire Housing Association has been received. The land along the edge of the road at Court Close has been valued at £4,750 . This is felt to be excessive, Cllr Lewis will respond to this effect and ask for the valuation to be reconsidered. A registered address for the PC’s registered land is required. Cllr Burstall will discuss this with Lodders, our solicitors, with a view to using their business address for any legal documents.
