Warmington and Arlescote Parish Council

Minutes of the meeting of the parish council held on the 10th January 2007 in Warmington village hall at 8pm.

1. Apologies for absence.

2. Declaration of pecuniary interest.

None declared.

3. Minutes and matters arising of the meeting 13th December 2006.  

 Parish Council will be consistently written in capital letters. 

144. Matters arising.  Arlescote. Issues relating to drains and wayleave still to be pursued.

147. Wobbly Wheel sewage. Planning permission for the extension is to go before the Area Committee in February, however it has been agreed that the final occupancy of the new extension will be dependant upon the identified work to the drains in School Lane being completed.

153. Feedback still awaited on the concerns about the school bus.

4. Parking on Warmington Green.

Cllr Lewis has met with Mr Squire. Mr Squire has room to accommodate up to 4 cars in his garage, thus cars will eventually not be parked on the gravel outside the house. Cllr. Lewis will confirm this in writing with Mr Squire.

The plan for proposed lay-bys will be specified and costed and the dimensions of the land available to offset that taken by lay-bys checked.

5. Record of Easement Payments.

Cllr. Lewis will generate a spreadsheet to record easements issued at Warmington and Arlescote. Clerk will purchase a book to hold a permanent record of the correspondence relating to the easements. 

6. Access to Land in Arlescote. Correspondence received.

The Parish Council has received correspondence from Osborne Clerk Solicitors disputing the title and easement at Home Farm Arlescote in response to the Parish Council letter of the 10.10.06. This relates to land behind Arlescote House, formerly owned by Mr Tompkins, and now held by the mortgagors in possession. The access is over the concrete roadway adjacent to Arlescote House. It was resolved that the claim will be challenged by the Parish Council and a further offer of an easement at the standard rate be put to the owner of the land that was Home Farm.      ( Not the Farmhouse owner)
7. Gates on public footpaths.

Cllr Lewis will ask Mr Dixon to present a definitive list of the stiles that 
need to be replaced.

8. Street lighting in School Lane.

The issue has been resolved by Bt who have modified their cabling, 
removing the need to replace the telegraph pole. The street light can now 
remain on the existing pole.
9. Report from Arlescote.

10. .  Finance.
Relocating the Parish Council bank account. This is in hand and a new account will shortly be open at Yorkshire Bank. This will be easier to administer and provides a much higher rate of interest.
Churchyard maintenance invoices. The Parish Council will pay £600.00 towards grass cutting in the churchyard. The PCC will be asked to provide a receipt for the £600.
Lighting maintenance invoice. A cheque for £139.91 paid to Warwickshire CC for the annual maintenance of all the street lighting.
