Warmington and Arlescote Parish Council

Minutes of meeting of the Parish Council held on the 11th July 2007 in Warmington village hall at 8pm.

2007/ Cllr Burstall, Cllr Stevens-Hoare, Cllr Newman, Cllr Moll, D.Cllr Jackson, C.Cllr Booth and Cllr Lewis 

64. Apologies for absence 

Cllr Lewis gave notice that he would be 20 minutes late, Cllr Burstall chaired the meeting prior to Cllr. Lewis arrival.

65. Declaration of pecuniary interest.

Cllr Stevens-Hoare declared an interest in item 74b, and Cllr Burstall in item 68.

66. Minutes of the meeting 13th June /work in progress

Minute 51. Cllr Burstall questioned correctness of the wording. A Cllr can participate in the debate but will withdraw from the voting.  It was agreed that the sentence beginning “There was some question…” will be deleted to comply with this. 

Matters arising. Contact Mollington PC in relation to the condition of the Mollington Lane road surface. C.Cllr Booth will also contact Oxfordshire on this matter.

67. Information from Arlescote. 

a) Cars driving too fast through the village. There has been an incident where a car has left the road and demolished part of a stone wall. This is being repaired at the insurers cost 

b) Holly Tree cottage, a garage has been erected with a concrete base. The planning permission is to be checked to ensure that the garage was granted consent.
68. Land at Home Farm Arlescote. 

Further letter from Osborne Clarke received 22.06.07 in relation to easement for the land. The cost of the easement will be 2% of the current valuation of the land. There was discussion of the status of the planning permission as it is believed the development did not begin in the due time.  It was agreed that the DC is contacted to clarify the status of the planning permission. The Parish Council has agreed to grant an easement over the Parish Council owned land adjacent to the highway for one domestic dwelling. This easement will specifically exclude any commercial vehicles. Cllr Burstall withdrew from the vote. 

A letter will be drafted to Osborne Clarke.

69. The Code of Conduct 2007  

Provisions detailed in paragraph.12 (2) of the new code were considered by the council and the Parish Council agreed unanimously to adopt the new model code with the inclusion of paragraph.12(2).

70. Warmington Village Green – Completion of Registration
The PC now has title absolute, received from land Registry.

71. Finance.

Current balance of £20,740

Payment of £100.00 grass cutting for Arlescote agreed.

72. Unoccupied houses on Church Hill. 

Concerns have been noted that there are two houses on Church Hill that have been unoccupied for over 10 years. The PC would like to see the houses repaired and maintained, and ideally occupied. D.Cllr Jackson will look into the situation and also enquire what council tax is being paid on the properties.

73. Meet the Councillors Commission – Information has been circulated about a regional event 24th July taking place at Warwick Arts Centre.

74. Planning

a. The Old Rectory Farmhouse 07/01572/FUL considered at interim meeting 19th July 2007. No objections raised 

b. The Old Rectory 07/01670/FUL Partial demolition of existing building. This replaces an earlier application that had subsequently been withdrawn. Previous no objection was confirmed as plans had not altered the overall scale of the scheme.

c. Badgers Grove The Green 07/01680/LBC New application.  The PC noted that the plans are still incorrect and do not represent the footprint of the land on the block plan and the site location plan.

Oil tank is inaccessible from the front of the property. 

Dining room glazing and glazed link are out of keeping with the style of the original simple agricultural building.

The changes to the larger window openings in the west elevation spoil the existing symmetry of this visible feature. 

It was also noted that the neighbouring houses did not receive letters from S on A DC giving notice of the new planning application, notices were pinned to the notice board.  

d. Proposed extension to Warmington Sewage Treatment Works and Associated Works. New filter bed and new road are proposed to accommodate the increased flow from The Wobbly Wheel. No comments from the PC.

Two further planning applications have been received since the agenda for the meeting was posted. Both require comment before the next scheduled meeting of the PC.

e. Springfield House 07/01615/LBC Proposed night cloakroom with two roof lights in the elevation facing away from the road and the formation of small lobby to provide access to proposed cloakroom. 
f. Spring Cottage 07/01818/FUL, 11 Court Close.  Proposed single story extension to form a family room.
 There will be an interim meeting of the PC Tuesday 24th July 6.00 at the bus shelter to discuss these planning applications
75. Information exchange 

           Cotswold ANOB Management plan noted.

C.Cllr Booth asked about the impact of the recent heavy rain in Warmington. It was noted that no houses had been flooded but the road surfaces in the village have been damaged by the rain and the drains now require clearing.
