50. Declaration of pecuniary interest.  There were no declarations

51. Minutes, matters arising and work in progress. 

item40 There was further discussion of this item. It was agreed that if a Parish Councillor has a prejudicial interest, they will not vote. This is in line with the Code of Conduct 2007. There was some question in relation to the PC’s representative on the Village Hall Committee not having the right to speak when they are on the committee as the PC’s rep. This issue will be reviewed again with WALC

52. Information from Arlescote

Pond Farm The owner of pond farm has moved away anf the property is now tenanted, consequently the piece of land outside the house is not being mown. Jason Townsend will be asked to include this in his mowing. The Parish Council agreed any increase in fees including this piece might incur.

Ditches Mr Lapworth has previously been approached to fund the clearing of the ditch on his boundary. Cllr Burstall will talk with a contractor and see if the work can be done for a reasonable price whilst also clearing the ditch on the corner.

Road drains These have still not yet been dealt with.
53. Code of Conduct 2007 Copies circulated to councillors, and after reading will be agreed at the next meeting. Place on the agenda of the next meeting.


54. Parish Council funding of work commissioned by the PCC.

The Parish Council discussed the process for the funding of tree maintenance and grass cutting work by the Parochial Church Council in Warmington Churchyard. It was agreed the PC will pay costs of a maximum of £600 towards grass cutting carried out on behalf of the PCC. This will be reviewed each year. The Parish Council mustl be advised of  any tree maintenance work before the work is undertaken, it was agreed that the Parish Council will support this with a further payment of up to £250.00.  The Parish Council requested quotes (Normally a minimum of 3 quotes are required) be provided. The invoice for the Parish Council’s proportion will be made out to W&A Parish Council indicating the amount and itemising the VAT proportion.  

It is requested that a member of the PCC will undertake the role of Tree Warden for the parishes of Warmington and Arlescote. A letter is to be sent to PCC detailing these proposals.
55. Planning. New Local Development Framework 

The discussion ranged over the three options, there was general support for the option which favours no substantial building within small villages.

In the course of the discussion the issue of the two houses in the village that have been empty for the last few years was raised. It was suggested that this be placed on the next agenda for discussion. 

56. Speeding in Warmington.  The chair has circulated leaflets around the village and also onto cars parked outside the pub. A general item has also been placed on the Web Site
57. BT works on Warmington Green.  BT has yet again dug a hole on the green, without prior notice. A letter in relation to easements is necessary before any work can take place on the Green. It was noted that BT requires easements for any cabling or ducting under the green. This is to be followed up with BT.
58. Mollington Lane, road surface. 

The manhole covers are standing proud of the road and the surface is badly damaged. As this section is within Oxfordshire, Cherwell DC will be contacted and asked to address this.

59. Hedge cutting Farnborough Road / motorway bridge. 

The hedgerows are growing over the road on both the Warwickshire and the Oxfordshire side of the county border. Highways department will be asked to review this. In addition the road to Farnborough over the motorway bridge, close to the bend, has overhanging branches. Highways will be asked to address this.
