Minutes of a meeting of the Parish Council held on the 11th February 2009 in Warmington village hall at 8pm.
2009

Cllr Lewis, Cllr Stevens-Hoare, Cllr.Burstall, Cllr Deakin, Cllr Hanscombe, D Cllr Jackson. C Cllr Booth arrived at 9.00pm from another meeting
9. Apologies for absence. Clerk not in attendance
10. Declaration of pecuniary interest. Cllr Deakin declared an interest in Planning 
 09/00053/TREE.
11. Minutes of the meeting 14th January. Matters arising and work in progress.
112/08 Drains in need of repair. John Brown attended a site meeting in the village on 27th January. An additional copy of the report of 14th Oct that was presented to Gez Romano was given to him outlining all the issues with blocked and damaged drains, plus the need for additional drains at the junction of Chapel St and Church Hill, plus one on the Green above the access track to Westering.

There is a lack of money available to undertake these essential maintenance works promptly, however we are now on the list for works as funds permit. Councillor Booth will follow this up for us.

Cllr Burstall suggested that we write directly to WCC Chief Executive to highlight the lack of action over this serious flooding issue.
05/09 Motorway Noise. Cllr Deakin has been in contact with Derby and Salford Universities regarding possible student or postgraduate involvement in an initial study of the noise from the motorway. These two have not provided any further possibilities. Nick Ellison from SonADC is to be asked for some advice.

07/09 Planning at The Plough. The enforcement officer is awaiting the return from holiday of the owner of The Plough so that the window issue can be formalised. Following a complaint from a member of the public, it was discovered that The Plough was cutting down the large trees to the rear of the car park. This was being carried out without any application for arboricultural consent being lodged. Work was stopped and the enforcement officer informed.
09/09 Information Exchange.  Smell in School Lane has been raised with SonADC. The last planning permission was granted subject to a condition that the drains were sorted. This will now be enforced. The dosing plant has been replenished, so the immediate problem will hopefully diminish.
12. Information from Arlescote
The road from Arlescote to B4100 near the junction with B4100 has a serious subsidence that has now filled with water and frozen, causing a potential skid hazard at the junction. Highways to be notified.
Grit bins are empty following the recent cold weather. They will be refilled by highways as they get enough grit. Currently holding only 5 days supply for the whole county.
Adverse possession. We have produced a respondent statement of case that is to be submitted this week ready for the next step. We must wait to see if Mr Murphy withdraws or continues. We have three local witnesses ready to make statements if necessary.

13. Royal Garden Party. Liz and Alec Newman to be put forward.
14. Use of Green for Parking 16th May. A request to use the green for temporary parking whilst a wedding takes place has been received from Mr and Mrs Neale. This has been agreed.
15. Overhead Projector. An application for a grant from WCC for £500 has been made to allow for the purchase of a computer projector and screen. We are waiting for their reply.
16. Finance. Annual street light maintenance bill for £173.43 plus VAT received. Last year was £121.50. The reason for the huge increase will be investigated before the bill is approved.

Invoice for £150 received from P Hyde for repair work to pond in October. Paid 11/2/09.

17. Planning 
09/00053/TREE. Application for tree works at Old Rectory Farmhouse. Cllr Deacon took no part in the discussions on this matter having previously declared an interest as he is the applicant. Council agreed to support these minor essential tree works.

09/00148/AGNOT. Application for agricultural building at The Bungalow Arlescote. A large steel frame building. Council is concerned that the building is very large for the site, Concerns about water run off from roof onto the adjacent road, and also the containment of the slurry generated by the proposed 26 cattle to be housed in the building. Comments to be passed to SonADC online.
18. Information exchange. Following the snow the potholes that have appeared need highlighting to highways as they have allocated additional resources to this issue.
 WCC has agreed a 3.9% increase in their portion of the council tax for 2009/10.
