22. Information from Arlescote


Planning application 09/00148/AGNOT for agricultural buildings has been 
withdrawn.


New signage in place for the Arlescote road at the B4100 end. It was 
noted that signs are required at the other end of the road. 


It was also noted that there has been damage to the give way and 7.5 
Tonne weight limit signs.


Camp Lane is a dangerous road to drive along with unguarded bends and 
a steep drop. This is to be raised with John Brown.

Felling trees on edge hill – The DC indicated that there was consultation prior to felling, but correct procedures were not followed. 

The public footpath order (part of footpath SM226 Warmington) is now in place. Map showing the change of direction issued..

Email from Avon Dasset verges on Arlescote Road, flood defence officer required the clearing to be carried out by the owners. It was noted that there is no requirement to clear the earth from the side of the road. Mr White the farmer, has had the ditches cleared. Letter to Mr White to ensure the earth is neatly pilled on the verge and request that the litter thrown up in the process is removed. 

It was noted that there has been an increase in the number of accidents on the road through Arlescote.

23. Motorway noise.

Cllr Deakin has spoken to Nick Ellison. He was unable to give any indication of the impact of any measurement and indicated a quote for £4000 + VAT for any measurement. 

Tree planting not particularly effective. There is some planting on the Mollington side of the motorway. 

Cllr Lewis has heard from Bob Pick that  some land possibly relevant for noise reduction is likely to come up for sale shortly. This may be prohibitively expensive.

Measurements made at the time of construction may be useful in making comparisons to current noise. More information on the possible solutions to notice required before the PC go to the village.

Fencing is in place on the A46 to reduce noise Information on costing and the impact of the fencing upon noise would be useful.

b)  Metal barrier alongside the B4100 near the church is damaged at both 
ends and needs refurbishment.

c)  The Stile, at the end of the lane alongside the allotments, has been 
replaced by a gate, Cllr. Handscombe has written to the County Council to 
thank them for this.

e)  D.Cllr Jackson tabled a News Release of prosecution of the previous 
owners of the Wobbly Wheel on eight food hygiene offences.
