Retrospective review of decisions 


09/00658/LBC replacement of existing conservatory with garden room, 
Westering, the Green, Warmington. There was no objection to this 
proposal by the Parish Council.

  09/00557/FUL  erection of agricultural building at the Bungalow, Arlescote.


This was considered by the Parish Council, who noted concerns about 
the size of the building, however, the light of local residents' support for 
the proposal supported the planning proposal, providing the water run 
off on to the road is controlled. There is existing flooding in this area from 
water run off during storms. In the winter icing makes this stretch of road 
particularly hazardous.
45. State of the verges in the Parish

 The Parish Council proposed a working party to remedy the state of the 
verges in the Parish. These were churned up during the rain and the snow 
earlier in the year.


An email from Graham Ward raised the issues of the state of the footpath 
alongside the B4100 which is covered with deep leaf litter out of which 
weeds are beginning to grow and destroy the tarmac cover. C.Cllr Booth 
will contact Highways Dept to see if this can be cleared.

· Barry Powell has written to say he is organising a birthday party on the 16th May and requested parking on the green, there is a wedding on the 16th for which parking on the Green has been granted. 

· C Cllr Booth raised an issue from Radway PC. The house on the blind summit close to the junction with the Kineton Road B4086 has stones close to the road which are preventing cars from mounting the verge. This was raised as a potential hazard. W&A are not raising this as an issue as we are aware of the speed and poor driving on this section of the road. It was noted that the Arlescote road has become a rat run and traffic calming might become an issue for future consideration.
