85. D.Cllr Jackson noted that he had not agreed to meet with Severn Trent but has had contact with Roger Thatcher. The minutes were amended to reflect this.

 83. Blocked drain. It was noted that there is a structural damage  problem in the drain itself. It is anticipated that the drain will be mended shortly.

84. Holly Tree cottage.  Mr Murphy wishes to erect fencing. This has been opposed and confirmed by the solicitors acting for the Parish Council. In relation to the adverse possession claim agreement has yet to be reached on the level of  costs.

C. Cllr Williams circulated the following note in relation to the 
consultation on the review of the fire service.


The review of the Fire Service continues with public consultation throughout the 
County.  The new Chief of the Fire Service, Graeme Smith, has attended all the 
public consultation meetings.  Clearly, what it is to be finally proposed will 
significantly differ to the original proposals.  In our own case, the Fenny Compton 
Fire Service has been able to demonstrate the strategic importance of this site.  
Currently, reservations have also been raised about the possibility of Oxfordshire 
Fire Service covering parts of Warwickshire as originally proposed.  The next 
stage 
of the process is for a Question and Answer Session between the Fire 
Service and the County Councillors early in December.  A final document will 
then be presented to the County Council early in February when whatever 
decisions have to be taken will be debated and voted upon.

Village Hall refurbishment.  Cllr Handscombe  indicated that the Village Hall might in the future write to the Parish Council with a request for funds.

Cllr Handscombe raised three issues in relation to School Lane 

Lack of light at the top of school lane 
Cascade of water down School Lane which freezes each year.
