Warmington and Arlescote Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting of the Parish Council held on the 12th January 2010 in Warmington village hall at 8pm.

2010/
1. Apologies for absence. There were no apologies.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest
Cllr Burstall noted an interest in item relating to SM226 

Cllr. Handscombe noted an interest in the Village Hall

Cllr. Stevens-Hoare noted an interest in the planning permission relating to Hillside Cottage.

3. Minutes, matters arising and work in progress.

83. Blocked drain outside Village Hall will be repaired before the end of the financial year.

Grove Farm – believe there is a blocked drain emanating from their property. Will look into when the snow has thawed.

84. Holly tree cottage – the cheque has been received from Lodders

96. Enforcement of planning decisions – no further information re: the Plough 
and replacement of windows.

96. Grit bin on school Lane – need to order. Let the Highways Dept know.  A grit bin is also needed for Centenary Way – noted that this might be in Avon Dasset Parish. C. Cllr Williams noted Gritting is restricted in Warwickshire as there are limited but sufficient supplies. 

107. Smell in School Lane – Roger Thatcher is still looking into this issue. There 
is continued discussion about the second stilling chamber.Letters from local people in School Lane were passed to D.Cllr Jackson. 

108. Running water in School Lane will be reviewed after the thaw, possibly a collapsed culvert.

109. Parish Plan – the funding has to be applied for. This will be placed on the agenda for a future meeting.

4. Information from Arlescote.

Motor cross dates have been circulated and placed on the website.

A tanker that went off the road and caused significant damage to the green in Arlescote, repairs will be made. Cllr Burstall will seek a quote for making good the green. 

There has been an objection raised to the footpath deviation in Arlescote for Mr Murphy the owner of Holly Cottage, WCC will call in an inspector to adjudicate on this matter.

5. Finance
· Parish Council precept for 2010/2011. Anticipated increase in Legal fees noted, increase in 10% requested this will bring the precept to £8250.

· Lighting maintenance - £225.35

· Request from PCC for financial support with maintenance of churchyard - £900

· Planning application submission for refurbishment and repair of the village hall - £175.50

6. Planning
· Warmington Village Hall – plans and application for planning permission. Cllr. Hanscombe tabled plans agreed by the Village Hall Committee, these were considered by the PC. They are DDA compliant . The PC agreed to support the work and also to put in the planning application. Costs for the refurbishment and repair of the Village Hall it is estimated will be in the region of £80,000. 

· Planning application 09-01807-FUL. Hillside Cottage, the Green, Warmington. Decision noted. The Parish Council is concerned about the precedent set for development at the perimeter of the village. The permission has been granted for holiday lets not for a permanent dwelling. Clerk will write to Roger Thatcher.

· Planning appeal, 26th January re: land off Mollington Lane for change of use to a Travellers site. The planning inspector has agreed to postpone the meeting and is suggesting further dates. There was concern expressed at the inconvenience this will cause both to SonA DC and the Parish Council.  Contact will be made with the inspector in Bristol asking for clear reasons as to why the delay in the hearing has been agreed.

7. 2010 mowing contracts. Contracts for Arlescote and Warmington will be reviewed by Cllr Lewis and Cllr Burstall

8. Motorway noise. A discussion is necessary re: the motorway bund. Matt. Williams bought the land and is keen to know what the plans are for constructing the bund. The matter of the high speed rail link was raised in relation to the plans to reduce motorway noise. There continues to be speculation about the route of this rail link with decisions in the spring of 2010.  A public meeting will be called for the beginning of February to discuss the plans to reduce motorway noise. 

9. Community Forum. This will take place on 4th February at Ashorne Village Hall.

10. Information exchange.

WALC has circulated documents about the evaluation of the community forum. 

Best village competition 2010, documentation received for applications.

An increase in the numbers on roll at Dassett Primary School is proposed. The proposed increase from 25 -30 pupils was supported by the Parish Council.


C.Cllr Williams submitted the following report for information. 


1.Fire Consultation – As I reported last month, the Public Consultation into the proposals to change the Warwickshire Fire Service have now been completed.  It was originally intended that new proposals resulting from the Public Consultation would be presented to the County Council during the first week of February.  It is fair to say that the Public Consultation brought to the attention of the Fire Service significant facts that had not been factored into the original proposals.  I am pleased to say that representations made on behalf of the Fenny Compton Fire Station have been well received.  The Fire Service has requested further time to evaluate the many proposals that have been put forward, not only by Fenny Compton, but also by other communities in the County.  These proposals have to be evaluated, costed and tested before being presented to the full Council.  It is expected that this will now happen in early Spring.  I believe that this is the right decision where all proposals can be thoroughly examined in preference to making decisions based on a time frame only.

CAA Results – Published last month were the results of the Comprehensive Area Assessment.  This is a new way of assessing local public services in England.  It examines how well councils, and other public bodies, meet the needs of the people they serve.  The Assessment focuses on how well local public services are delivering better results for people across the area.  Such priorities as Health, Economic Prospects are some of the issues evaluated and they seek to establish their likelihood to improve in the future.  Warwickshire was judged to be a ‘Performing Well’ Council with only one area causing concern and that was the success of improving the well-being of the people of Warwickshire.  They are looking for better links between partners, especially hospitals and health care.  Steps are being taken to address this highlighted problem.  Only 4% of local authorities in England reach the next level of performance.
